Princess Margaret, Dick Barton and Just William

August 1949. Princess Margaret Parties in Amsterdam and Mrs Pennington of
London SW6 deplores the effect of Radio Programmes Dick Barton and Just Wil-
liam on the younger generation.

It is interesting sometimes to read items you find on the reverse side of an old
newspaper cutting.

On the other side of the Evening News report of th e shipwreck of the Loyang,
and while Wendy and | were “drying out” at the Ship Hotel, | read that Princess
Margaret on a private visit to Amsterdam was attend ing a party.

At that time Princess Margaret was 19 years old, ve ry beautiful, witty, mercurial
and wilful. She was a talented pianist and could pl ay and sing all the latest hit
songs, imitating the famous stars of the day. She w as particularly close to her
father, King George VI and he had always indulged her. But, as Peter Townsend
wrote later of the Princess *“what ultimately made her so attractive and lovable
was that behind the dazzling facade the apparent se If assurance, you could find,
if you looked for it, a rare softness and sincerity .”

The report of the party is as follows
Private Party

The park and club —the most select in Amsterdam = were floodlit, but it was a
private party given in honour of Princess Margaret by Baron Roell.

The Princess who wore a pink frock with silver and pearl beads embroidered on
the skirt and bodice, also had on a glittering diam ond tiara. She was toasted
after the dinner, which included soup, compote of ¢ hicken and peach melba. To
drink there were champagne and whisky.
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Two Bands

There were 200 guests at the club, most of them und er 30. There were two
bands. When the Princess danced one of her partners was Prince John of Lux-
embourg. As soon as Prince Bernhard came after the dinner party, he claimed a
dance with Princess Margaret. There were two separa te dancing salons, in one
of which —*The Cave there was a bar. Tired, but happy, the Princess, w ho had
been accompanied by Lady Margaret Egerton, left for the Amstel Hotel after
three hours —and 16 hours after she had begun her first engagem ent of the
day.

For our “baby boomer” readers who probably only remember the Princess as a
lady in a wheelchair (her health had deteriorated s ince the 1970’s onwards and
she suffered from depression) this will be a remind er of the vibrant and spar-
kling personality that she had in those far-off day s. She died in February 2002 at
the age of 71.

Note. Most of the details regarding Princess Margaret’s character and personal-
ity have been taken from the Official Biography of Queen Elizabeth the Queen
Mother by William Shawcross. Under the heading ‘Improving’ from letters to the
editor on the same page of the cutting is the follo wing from (Mrs) | Pennington,
Ongar Road SW6.

“If we could have radio talks and features which wou Id teach children respect
for their parents and kindness to animals, they wou Id serve a much more useful
purpose than all this Dick Barton and Just William rubbish”

| was a regular listener to both these programmes, and
can still hum The Devil’'s Galop which was the
signature tune for Dick Barton, Special Agent. As f or
Just William where was the woman ’s sense of humour?

For the record, Dick Barton adventure stories had 1 5 million fans and 711 radio
episodes between 1946 and 1951. It was followed by a drama about a circus,
and shortly afterwards, by guess what? The Archers. Duncan Carse, the actor,
who succeeded Noel Johnson as Dick Barton in 1949,was a real life adventurer
who had been awarded the Polar Medal in 1939 for his service on the British
Graham Land Expedition, and a second clasp for his mapping work of South
Georgia. He died in 2004, aged 90.

It’s amazing down how many paths an old newspaper cutting can lead you to!

Functional Foods —Good Science Or Marketing Hype?
Professor Bob Rastall from Reading University

There is an increasing array of foods on the market purporting to confer some
kind of health benefit. The largest group are the v arious probiotic yoghurts and
milk drinks, but there are also products claiming t o reduce cholesterol levels
and to decrease blood pressure.

Recently however, there has been a lot of negative publicity around these prod-
ucts. The European Food Safety Authority has reject ed most of the claims sub-
mitted to it. This has fuelled negative reactions i n the press.

This talk will take a critical look at the science  behind functional foods and
attempt to answer the question *“Is there good science behind these products or
is it all just marketing hype? ”

Professor Rastall is head of the Department of Food and Nutritional Sciences and
has lead a team of researchers in this field for ma ny years. He regularly gives
presentations to public groups and has an interest in communicating science to a
wider audience. Come and learn about some of the f ood we buy which we be-
lieve to be good for us.
